Many students going through the Weston school system assume they can go to college if they choose to.  They are not worrying about whether or not they can afford to go, or how many years of work it will take to pay off their student loans.  This is not the case for most METCO students.

There are a few fortunate METCO students who attend an Ivy League school and receive full financial aid to cover their tuition, room and board. However, most choose their schools not just by where they get accepted, but also by the size of the tuition bill and the financial aid packages they receive.
